Aerial platform Inspection
Before each shift, the operator should always inspect the aerial
platform. Be sure to check the following:

-Hydraulic fluid level -Guardrails, basket

-Tires -Scissor, boom
-Horn and alarms -Brakes
-Electrical -Fuel level
-Safety equipment -Grease fittings

-Steering -Hoses, belts and cables
-Lights -Deck surfaces
-Deck controls -Ground controls

If your inspection reveals a problem or damage
to the aerial platform, do not operate the unit.
